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To develop, promote and support the amateur and professional arts in the Borough 
of Elmbridge, through:- awarding grant aid to local artists, arts organisations, venues 
and projects; organising and directly managing arts initiatives; publishing and 
distributing a free quarterly listings magazine, “Arts Focus ”; and offering advice and 
information to the arts community and to members of the public. 
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The R C Sherriff Trust supports the arts in Elmbridge, through its grant-making and 
its self-generated projects, for the following purposes: 

·  To support and stimulate excellence, new ideas and innovation in the arts in 
the borough, whether amateur or professional 

·  To invest in the creative talent of individual artists in Elmbridge and to provide 
opportunities for them to develop further their skills and knowledge 

·  To increase opportunities for all Elmbridge residents to take part in or 
experience high-quality arts activities, whatever their economic or social 
circumstances  

·  To increase resources and improve facilities for the arts in the borough 

·  To support and encourage initiatives aimed at the development of new 
audiences and venues for the arts in the borough 

·  To promote good practice in management, marketing, fundraising and 
educational work amongst arts organisations in Elmbridge, and to encourage 
collaboration. 
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Governance, Networking, Planning and Strategy: 
 

·  Convened 4 meetings of the full Board (quarterly). 
 

·  Continued the working relationships with Surrey County Arts Officers; 
participated in meetings of the Surrey Arts and Leisure Development Officers 
Group (SALDO); and contributed to the monitoring and evaluation of 
Celebratory Arts projects in the County.  
 

·  Met regularly with the Elmbridge Arts Development Officer to co-ordinate plans 
and services and to agree on areas of co-operation, such as the Literature 
Festival, and “Voices of War”. 
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·  Maintained and increased working relationships with other partners in the 
borough, including  Elmbridge Housing Trust; St John’s Estate Residents’ 
Association (STAR); Neil Gravett, Centre Manager for The Heart; Walton 
Business Group; the Centres for the Retired; Elmbridge Community Link; 
Friends of St George’s Church, Esher; Hinchley Wood School ( a member of 
the Steering Group for its Specialist Music status); the Yehudi Menuhin School 
with the London Mozart Players for the “Right to Music” project; riverhouse; 
and local primary schools. 

 
General Management and Marketing: 
 

·  Produced and distributed 4 (quarterly) issues of “Arts Focus”, using the 
services of a freelance editor, with a regular review of, and improvements to, 
the format, database, and distribution system 
 

·  Continued to improve the services and information available via the website, 
through the services of a freelance Webmaster 
 

·  Continued to promote and manage the hire of our Radio  Microphones  and 
small Exhibition Stands. The microphones were hired out on 10 occasions, 
and the  exhibition stands went out on (free) loan twice , as well as being used 
by the staff to mount displays about R C Sherriff and the work of the Trust at 
appropriate events 

 
·  Continued to review and improve the office administrative systems, and to 

reduce the Trust’s administration costs 
 

·  Installed and managed a new independent computer and telephone system, 
which has improved the security and efficiency of our operations 
 

·  Administered and supervised 4 (quarterly) grant application/assessment 
‘rounds’. 

 

Arts Projects: 
1. PROJECTS CONTINUING FROM 2006 

 
1.1 Cobham Tile Project : This project was completed at last, 

with the installation of the final tiled panels on the wall of 
Barclays Bank and of ceramic acknowledgement plaques 
on the walls of the bank and of Fox House, thanking all 
those who had initiated, participated in, and funded the 
project. 
 

1.2 Dynamo Dance Project:  Shortened versions of the previous residencies took 
place in the Spring term, with Random, Sakoba and StopGap  dance 
companies, working across the ten schools.  The project was administered 
directly by Cleves School.  Headteacher, Sue Croft, also drafted a funding 
proposal for another 3-year project, encompassing dance, drama, music and 
opera/musical theatre; but this was considered too expensive by the Arts 
Council, so alternative options and funders are being considered.  
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1.3 Surrey County Arts’ SORTED! Programme  continued at Cleves for the 
2007/08 academic year, with weekly after-school dance classes for three 
different age groups of children, on Mondays, and  the original Dynamo 
community classes (one for children and one for adults) on Wednesday 
evenings. 
 

2. 2007 PROJECTS  
 

2.1 Papertrails: February 2007 – February 2008  
For twelve months, from February 2007, Jane Ponsford was 
artist-in-residence at St George’s Church, Esher, funded by Arts 
Council South East, our Trust and Elmbridge Borough Council, 
and supported by The Churches Conservation Trust, and the 
Friends of the church.  Jane worked on a series of temporary, 
site-specific artworks throughout the commons and woodlands of 
Elmbridge.   The project was indeed inspired by the natural 
environment and aimed to celebrate the particular beauties of 
the local landscape through the seasons. 
 
During the year-long residency, Jane ran the follow ing:  
 
Regular Drop-in Fridays at St George’s Church, for the general 
public 
 
Art Workshops for Cardinal Newman, Esher Church, Hurst Park 
and St Albans Primary Schools (followed by an exhibition of their 
work); Elmbridge Community Link; and the residents of Whiteley 
Village 
 
A Papermaking Workshop for the general public (adults) 
 
An Exhibition as part of the Surrey Artists’ Open Studios event 
 
Holiday activities as part of the Council’s SHOUT! Programme for 
children, at Easter, the Summer and the Spring half-term 2008, 
creating art and sculpture trails. 
 
“The Big Draw” – a free communal ‘long’ drawing of the buildings 
and surroundings of St George’s Church, open to the general 
public (all ages), as part of this national event in October 
 
Tree Dressing in the churchyard, just before Christmas 
 
As a fitting conclusion to the project, from 17th January – 1st February 2008, 
there was a retrospective exhibition of the whole year’s residency in the Church, 
which was an opportunity to see the sculpture, photographs and works on 
paper, inspired by the local landscape, and created both by the artist, and by all 
the other participants;  and from  25th February – 7th March 2008, there was an 
exhibition, at the Civic Centre, of photographs taken during the year, on the 
Elmbridge Commons, by Jane. 
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2.2 Summer Arts Programme for Children: July/August  
The second summer holiday ArtsFest was immensely 
successful again.  This time it was held in two locations: Esher 
Rugby Club, and the new Cromwell Community Centre on the 
St John’s Estate, Walton.  Over 200 children, between the ages 
of 5 – 12, from Hersham, Molesey and Walton,  attended our 
free workshops in a range of arts skills (including arts and 
crafts, samba, and ‘street’ dancing), over the four weeks in July 
and August.  
It was encouraging to note that parents were already asking 
when and where the 2008 ArtsFest would be, 
because their children had enjoyed themselves so 
much.  
 
Next year we will aim to extend this opportunity to 
disadvantaged children in other areas of the 
borough. 
 
 

2.3 Literature Festival: September; and “A Life in Colo ur” Competition  
 
Although moved to September (to avoid clashes with 
other Trust projects) and put on over two weeks rather 
than four, the second Literature Festival was a success, 
with most events achieving good audiences, despite the 
cancellation of our family Story Tree weekends at 
Hinchley Wood.  
 
It was particularly satisfying that we were able to involve even more venues this 
year, covering most parts of the borough, including the popular literary quizzes 
with tea at four centres for the retired (Claygate, Ember, Molesey and Walton); 
evening talks by published authors, Susie Vereker, Adrienne Dines, Beryl 
Kingston and Meg Gardiner, at Cobham, Esher, Molesey and Walton libraries 
respectively; and special storytimes for pre-school children at Cobham, the 
Dittons and Esher libraries.  
 
Among the pleasures of the fortnight, were a Literary Supper at riverhouse, on 
the theme of “Gardens in Literature”; a world premiere production of two 
thematically-linked plays, one Canadian, one British, under the title “New Found 
Lands”, by Forest Forge Theatre Company, at riverhouse; and another 
entertaining one-man show by Rodney Bewes,  ”On the Stage and Off” 
(bringing to life Jerome K Jerome’s experiences as an actor),at the Vera 
Fletcher Hall, Thames Ditton. 
 
As an experiment, we organised a whole weekend of Creative Writing 
Workshops, at riverhouse, in different genres, eg crime writing.  The most 
popular proved to be ‘Writing for Children’ and ‘Poetry’.

The Literary Competition, “A Life in Colour” , attracted 125 entries, fewer 
than in 2006 because of the shorter time allowed, but generally of an even 
higher standard.   
 
Four primary schools (Cleves, Cranmere, Hurst Park and Long 
Ditton St Mary’s) took part as a class creative writing project, 
which produced some really excellent submissions. 
 
As ever, a particular highlight of the Festival proved to be the 
two Performance Readings/Prizegiving Evenings, for the best 
entries, the first of which was attended by the Mayor.   
 
A CD of each evening was made available to the authors; and the winning 
stories and poems were also posted on our website. 
 
 

2.4  “Voices of War”, Remembrance Week: November 6 – 14 th  
This was a week of performances, on the theme of 
remembrance of wars from American Independence to the 
present day, organised by the Trust, in partnership with 
riverhouse, with a contribution from the Elmbridge Arts 
Development Officer  (in the form of a Royston Pike Lecture 
on “The Battle of Jutland”, to open the series). 
 
There was a disappointing house for the excellent one-man 
show, “My Real War”, based on letters home from the 
trenches in the First World War, which we had thought would 
be really popular. 
 
There was also a small audience for the, less satisfactory, evening of American 
War Poetry.  However, the other events attracted good audiences and were 
well received, particularly the lunchtime concert of “Songs from the Second 
World War”, by Candlelight Opera. Indeed, we had to put on an extra children’s 
workshop, on Evacuees, with Theatre Exchange.  
 
The Director was particularly pleased by the success of  “The Fighter Pilot’s 
Tale”, which she had nurtured through, from initial discussions in 2006.  It was 
especially satisfying that the elderly American author, Gordon Steele (a much-
decorated ex-fighter pilot and an award-winning poet) was able to attend the 
matinee performance and see his nephew interpret his beautiful, surreal prose- 
poem in a fully-staged, professionally directed production. 
 
We organised some joint publicity with Runnymede Theatre Group, who 
followed our Remembrance week with a run of “Journey’s End” at the Rhoda 
McGaw Studio in Woking. We provided a small exhibition about R C Sherriff, 
his army career, and the play, to display in their foyer. 
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2.5 “Walton Festival of Light” - Celebratory Arts Proje ct: October/November  
 
After the success of our first celebratory arts project in 2006, this 
one was even bigger and better!  
 
Lantern-making workshops ran throughout October and early 
November, in five schools (Ashley, Bell Farm, Cardinal Newman, 
Walton Leigh and Walton Oak), the Walton Centre for the 
Retired, and Elmbridge Community Link.  In addition, we 
organised  public workshops for the first time, at the Cromwell 
Community Centre on St John’s, during half- term week. This 
year, the lanterns were designed as ‘Christmas Baubles’, many 
of them decorated in bright colours.  
 
Our lead artist, Donagh Curwen, worked with two others (Jane 
Ponsford and Claire Rye) to create four large, illuminated, paper 
and willow sculptures (a Unicorn, a Christmas Tree, the Snow 
Queen and her Castle), which looked spectacular when carried in the 
procession. 
 
We received a great deal of help this year, from Neil Gravett, the 
Centre Manager at The Heart (O&H funded two of the sculptures 
and provided the artists with space for making and storing those 
large structures), and from his PR team; and we also co-
operated very closely, once again, with Sarah-Jane Shellard and 
the Walton Business Group.  
 
The actual Festival of Light  took place on Friday 16th November, culminating 
in the switch-on of the Christmas lights in Walton. The HSBC bank very kindly 
hosted a VIP Reception, before the start of the procession; the Rotary Club 
brought along Father Christmas on his sleigh (accompanied by the Mayor of 
Elmbridge!); Heathside and Rydens Steel Band, Esher High 
School Samba Band, and the Surrey Pipes and Drums, provided 
marvellous music  along with two prep school choirs in the 
Plaza; and members of local businesses and community 
organisations, volunteered as marshals for the evening, assisted 
by local army cadets.  About 250 people took part in the 
procession and hundreds more cheered them along from the 
pavements – a truly exciting, uplifting, community event!  
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3. Other Initiatives  
3.1 The Trust provided some funding towards the “Right to 

Music”, from February to November 2007, and therefore 
had a place on its Steering Group.  This was a project, 
run by the Yehudi Menuhin School in partnership with 
the London Mozart Players and two local authorities, to 
take chamber music out into schools and community 
groups, to audiences who would not normally have the 
opportunity to hear classical music.  Students played 
alongside the professional musicians, to give the young 
people experience of working in larger, mixed 
ensembles and also of running educational workshops.  
The programme, which was organised in three 
separate phases (focusing on Beethoven, Mozart and 
Schubert respectively) was a mixture of 
lecture/demonstrations and concerts, in a range of 
schools, centres for the retired, community centres, and 
arts venues in Mole Valley and Elmbridge. 
 

3.2 Throughout the year, composer Adam Melvin, assisted by two YMS students,   
led composition workshops with Chandlers Field School, Molesey; St Andrews 
School, Cobham; and Planet People, The Lockwood Centre, Guildford, as well 
as schools in Mole Valley.  The final concert of the project, at the Menuhin Hall, 
in November, included a performance of this new commission from Adam, 
involving all the schoolchildren, as well as a filmed contribution by Planet 
People.  The feedback from all the participants has been extremely positive, 
and we are hoping that a revised version of the project will be run in 2008/09. 
 

3.3 The Trust also awarded a grant to the Landskip Organisation, towards a 9-   
month project, where a team of artists would be working with schools, centres 
for the retired, community groups, and individual members of the public, to 
create original pieces of art from found and discarded objects, and to raise 
environmental awareness.  This project was organised with riverhouse and 
involved Elmbridge Borough Council and a variety of other partners such as the 
National Trust at Claremont Landscape Gardens. 
 

3.4 Thanks to contacts the Adminstrator made at a training course, we found a 
‘good home’ for our etching press, owned by the Trust but standing unused in 
Walton Youth Centre, for some years.  It was installed at Lockwood Day Centre, 
Guildford (for adults with learning disabilities), on permanent loan, provided the 
Centre maintains the Press, and acknowledges the Trust (the same 
arrangement as for the Sherriff Recording Studio at Hinchley Wood School).  
The lead artists at Lockwood hope to make their newly-equipped Art Studio, 
available to other professionals during the evenings and weekends, which 
should benefit Elmbridge artists.  
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Grants: 
 
47 grants were awarded through the four application deadlines  during the year, 
dispersing a total of £66,078.   
 
The “Actual” total will be less, as not all the Underwriting Grants will have been taken 
up in full.  Of the above figure, £8,137 was shared between 10 schools , as 
individual applicants to the Schools Fund, and a further £4,650 was routed through 
Love of Learning, and the Three Rivers Music Festival, to support projects working 
across a number of schools.  
 
A full analysis of all the grants awarded, per art form (Appendix I), and by type of 
grant (Appendix II), and of the ‘geographic spread’ of this expenditure, throughout the 
borough (Appendix III), is attached.  
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Arts projects:  
 

·  January – March:  “Art in Music: Music in Art”  – the Debussy Project,  in 
association with Riverhouse, artist Brian Dunce and pianist Graham Caskie, 
(preceded by a twilight INSET session in November 2007), working with 
Ashley and Cardinal Newman primary schools, Esher C ollege,  and 
Elmbridge Music Club .   

 
·  April:  “Let There Be Light”:   the second Artist’s Residency at St George’s 

Church, Esher, for 6 months.  The artist will be Claire Rye, whose work will be 
based on the theme of celebrating the changes of light during the different 
seasons. 

 
·  May: launch of the annual literary competition  and of a new art competition 

to design a cover for the anthology of Literary Competition winners 2005-07.  
 

·  July/August:  summer ArtsFest for children  aged 5 -11 (aimed primarily at 
those living in ‘social housing’) in 4 different venues around the borough.  
 

·  July – September:  Carnival workshops  culminating in a procession, as 
part of Hersham Village Day (July 5th) and Walton Heritage Day (September 
13th). Some workshops may be linked to the above ArtsFest. 
 

·  October:  publication, in book-form, of the best entries from  the Literary 
Competitions  of the past three years, with a cover designed by the winner of 
the art competition.  
 

·  October/November : close of 2008 Literary Competition;  judging; and 
Performance Readings at riverhouse, November 18 th and 19 th. 
 

·  October/November:  lantern-making workshops in the community in 
preparation for second Walton Festival of Light  (Friday 14th November) and 
a smaller celebratory arts event in another part of the borough. 

 
·  Continued membership of the Steering Groups  for the “Right to Music 

Project” : academic year 2008/09 (Yehudi Menuhin School , Stoke 
d’Abernon, in partnership with the London Mozart Players ); and the Hinchley 
Wood School’s Specialist Music School Status (ongoing).  
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General Management and Marketing: 
 

·  Organising and convening 4 (quarterly) Board meetings 
 

·  Administration of 4 (quarterly) grant application deadlines/assessments 
 

·  Production of 4 (quarterly) editions of “Arts Focus”

·  Continued improvement of the “Recommended Artists”  list, and promotion 

of this service to schools, youth centres and community groups.
