Ambulance (Hersham); Walton Youth Centre; Music in Hospitals; Princess 
Alice Hospice; Elmbridge Centres for the Retired; Elmbridge Community Link; 
Friends of St George’s Church, Esher; Hinchley Wood School ( a member of 
the Steering Group for its Specialist Music status); Walton Leigh School (a 
community partner for its specialist status for Cognition and Learning); 
riverhouse; and local primary schools.

·  Administered and supervised 4 (quarterly) grant application/assessment 
‘rounds’. 

 

Arts Projects: 
 
1. PROJECTS CONTINUING FROM 2007 
 
1.1 Papertrails: February 2007 – March 2008.    

     The 12-month residency came to a triumphant conclusion with an excellent 
final exhibition at St George’s Church, Esher  in January, 
followed by one day of activity during the SHOUT! Half-
term programme in February and an exhibition of 
photographs at the Civic Centre, documenting the whole 
year’s project, running into March.  Jane Ponsford really 
had created some beautiful work, with the participation of the local schools, 
community groups and individuals.     

 
1.2 Dynamo Dance Project: March 2008   

Sakoba dance company continued its relationship with the borough, by 
providing a week’s residency for four schools, from infant to secondary, 
organised by Cleves School , with a final performance taking place in their 
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Performance Hall.  Artistic director, Bode Lawal, also continued his weekly 
class of creative dance for adults, called the “Weybridge Sisters”,  who also 
participated in the final show.  The Trust gave financial support to the 
residency. 
 

2 2008 PROJECTS  
 

2.1   January – March:  “Art in Music: Music in Art”  – the Debussy Project,  in 
association with riverhouse , artist Brian Dunce and pianist Graham Caskie, 
(preceded by a twilight INSET session in November 2007). 90 pupils from 
Ashley and Cardinal Newman Schools  produced some wonderful pieces of 
art to interpret Debussy’s “Children’s Corner” .  They included paintings, 
sculptures, mobiles and even filmed animation.  The best of the work was 
photographed and turned into a powerpoint back-projection, behind pianist, 
Graham Caskie, for a public family concert at riverhouse on Saturday 15th 
March, and a special recital just to the participating schools on Tuesday 18th.  
Artist, Brian Dunce, also gave an illustrated lecture on Impressionism, to Esher 
College  performing arts students, who used this as a basis on which to create a 
music and dance piece for performance in the autumn. 
 
In the evening of 15th, Graham gave a solo recital of the First Book of Debussy 
Preludes  interspersed with the premiere of new pieces for solo piano, 
commissioned by the Trust from composer, Stephen Goss, inspired by the 
Preludes and by Brian’s paintings in response to them (which were on exhibition 
in the barn at the same time). A professional CD of these works, played by 
Graham and entitled “Preludes and Interludes”, with a cover design by Brian, 
was subsequently released in spring 2009 on the Cadenza label. 

 
2.2    April - October : “Let There Be Light”:   the second Artist’s 

Residency at St George’s Church, Esher,  for 6 months.  
The artist was Claire Rye, whose work was based on the 
theme of celebrating the changes of light during the different 
seasons. 

 
  Claire’s residency started with free public workshops, at the 

church, as part of the Elmbridge “Get Out and About” Cultural 
Festival  in May, and again for Surrey Open Studios  in June. 
 
She also ran an outreach programme providing free workshops in 
local schools and centres for the retired, which produced “stained 
glass windows” (acetates) and decorated glass bricks (towards a 
final “wall of light”), for exhibition during Heritage Weekend  on 

13/14th September, alongside the artist’s 
own work.  The final exhibition, of all the 
work produced during the residency, was 
held, at the church, on the Big Draw  
weekend of 11/12th October. 

        
2.3     May:  launch of the annual literary competition.   The theme for 2008 was 

“Once Upon a Time – A Modern Fairy Tale”.   
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2.4 June/July:  We organised our first Carnival  on 5th July in 
Hersham , in partnership with the local St John Ambulance , 
who were trying to raise funds towards a new ambulance.  Our 
artists, led by Donagh Curwen, ran an INSET session for 
teachers from Bell Farm and Burhill Schools and the leaders 
of Walton Youth Centre  and the local Brownies and 
Badgers , who then made the costumes, with their groups of 
children, while our artistic team concentrated on large 
structures. The Walton Army Cadets  acted as marshalls 
and the carnival procession marched to the rhythm of the 
Hinchley Wood Samba Band,  whilst entertainment on the 

Village Green was provided by the 
Cobham Band  and the Steel and Jazz 
Bands from Heathside School.  The day was a great 
success, and the procession, complete with Samba Band, 
was repeated, along the river towpath, for Walton Heritage 
Day on September 13th. 

 
2.5  July/August:  Our third Summer ArtsFest  for children aged 

5 -11, aimed primarily at those living in ‘social housing’, 
was, again, very successful.  The workshops were based 
around the theme of Carnival, including its history and 
traditions, and related music; and each week ended with a 
mini-carnival procession in front of parents and carers.  We used three new 
venues this year (in addition to the Cromwell Community Centre, Walton ): 
Cobham Village Hall; Mole Hall, Molesey; and St Pet er’s Church Hall, 
Hersham,  the latter proving particularly popular; so we are building up useful 
contacts and volunteers in these areas. For the first time, we asked for a 
financial contribution of £1 per day (with a discount for siblings), to pay for the 
refreshments.   

 
Some of the children from the summer holiday workshops joined the carnival 
procession which opened the 2008 Walton Heritage Day  in September and 
several more signed up for our family lantern-making workshop  on 
Saturday 8th November. 

 
2.6 October/November : close of 2008 Literary Competition,  

“Once Upon A Time – A Modern Fairytale” . The competition 
closed on Monday 6th October, and judging took place on 
Wednesday 22nd.  We received a total of 129 entries: 39 adults; 
5 in the 14-18 category; 63 in the 9-13 category; and 22 in the 5-
8 age group.  5 schools took up the invitation to use the 
competition as a creative writing exercise: Claremont Fan 
Court, Cleves, Cranmere, Long Ditton St Mary’s, and  the Junior 
Department of the Yehudi Menuhin School  for the first time. 
 

     We convened the same team of judges as in the previous year: Adrienne    
     Dines (novelist), Sylvia Green and Sheila Hoeman (children’s authors), Agnes    

  Meadows (poet), Maggs Latter (EBC’s Arts Development Officer) and Loretta   
  Howells (Director, R C Sherriff Trust); and they were surprisingly harmonious 

in their decisions.   
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The performance readings and prize-giving  took place at riverhouse  on 
Tuesday 18th November (children) at 6.30pm and Wednesday 19th November 
(14+).  Prizes were distributed by the Mayor and both evenings were very 
enjoyable once again, much appreciated by the entrants, particularly the 
children and their families. 
 
A CD of each evening was given to the writers represented; and the winning 
stories and poems were also posted on our website. 

 
2.7 November : “In Our Own Words”: An  Anthology of Elmbridge Literary 

Competition Winners, 2005-2007 
In a new departure for the Trust, we produced a limited run of 
this attractive book, in partnership with the Arts Development 
Officer at EBC, using a professional designer and printers, to 
celebrate the achievements of the best entrants in the first three 
borough Literary Competitions.  The Anthology was officially 
launched at the public readings for the 2008 Competition and 
has since been made available for sale, at £5.00, through all the 
borough libraries, Elmbridge Museum, and “Weybridge  Books” , as well 
as directly from the Civic Centre or the Trust.   
 

2.8 November:   Our artistic year concluded with yet another 
spectacular  “Festival of Light”,  in Walton, on 21st November, 
organised in partnership with Walton Business Group and 
The Heart , and involving even more people than in 2008.  
Led by Donagh Curwen and her team of artists, lantern-making workshops 
took place in October and November, with local schools and community 
groups, while the artists also created the eye-catching ‘big builds’, 
which this year included a snowman and Cinderella’s carriage.  

 
Children from Ashley, Bell Farm, Cardinal Newman, Chandler’s 
Field, Walton Leigh and Walton Oak schools ; members of 
Elmbridge Community Link  and of Walton Day Centre , were 
joined in the lantern procession by Surrey Pipes and Drums, Hinchley 
Wood Samba Band, Walton Army Cadets,  and, for the first time, 1st Walton 
Sea Scouts  with their lit-up Viking boat. Static entertainment was provided by 
Cleves Steel Band, African drummers, the choirs of Danesfield Manor 
and Westward Prep Schools, Fast and Loose Theatre 
Company, and Radio Jackie , as well as face painters, a 
balloon modeller, singers, musicians, a puppet show, and 
children’s rides. It was, as always, a thrill to see so many 
people out on the streets supporting this local initiative, and 
obviously enjoying themselves.  

 
 As in previous years, HSBC hosted a Reception for local 

councillors, R C Sherriff Trustees, Council officers and other 
VIPs. For the first time, we received sponsorship from two local 
companies (Lloyds TSB and Wilkinsons ) towards the making 
costs of our large lit structures, in return for incorporating their 
logos in the design.  We hope this will encourage other 
businesses to become involved in the future, on an individual 
basis, and to offer some financial support to such a high-profile event. 
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3.      OTHER INITIATIVES 
 
3.1     The Trust awarded a grant, over two financial years, to the Landskip 

Organisation,  towards a 9-month project, where a team of professional artists 
would be working with schools, centres for the retired, community groups, and 
individual members of the public, to create original pieces of art from found 
and discarded objects; to raise environmental awareness; and to consider 
different elements of waste disposal, recycling, the impact of rubbish on the 
landscape, and care of the environment.  This initiative started with the 
fascinating exhibition, “The King Shoddy Show”, by project leader artist, 
Alistair Grant, at the Robert Phillips Gallery, on 15th September 2007; and the 
subsequent workshops were organised with riverhouse  and a variety of other 
partners, including Elmbridge Borough Council . There were particularly 
successful collaborations with Claremont Landscape Gardens and Esher 
College  
 
As an inspirational finale to the Landskip project , 40 Esher College students 
created works of art from archaeological artefacts discovered during their ‘dig’ 
on Esher Common in March, and formed them into an exhibition, called 
“Muckraking!”, which was held at Elmbridge Museum  from 2nd August – 
22nd October 2008. The students’ pieces were displayed both within the 
permanent collection and in a special exhibition, which also included a display 
case of artworks created by younger children, through a SHOUT! activity day 
at the end of July. The exhibition was accompanied by extremely good 
information panels written by each of the partners (archaeologists, 
environmentalists etc). 

 
3.2     The Trust invested pump-priming funds in a new professional theatre 

Company for the borough, “Fast and Loose” , which had its official launch on 
31st January, with a performance called “Cutting the Ribbon”, at riverhouse .  
They also provided an interesting short piece on Cecil Hepworth and the silent 
film industry at Walton Studios, as the launch event for the “Get Out and 
About Cultural Festival”,  on Saturday 10th May.  Their major project for 2008 
(in addition to drama workshops for children and young people) was an 
excellent production of Marlowe’s “Dr Faustus” , at riverhouse  on Friday 31st 

October and Saturday 1st November, which was extremely successful, both 
critically and financially.  

 
3.3 Continued membership of the Steering Group  for the Hinchley Wood 

School’s  Specialist Music School Status (ongoing).  
 
4. Grants:  
 

47 grants were awarded through the four application deadlines  during the 
year, dispersing a total of £69,785.   

 
The “Actual” total will be less, as not all the Underwriting Grants will have been 
taken up in full.  Of the above figure, £6,200 was shared between 8 schools , 
as individual applicants to the Schools Fund.  A further £3,000 was routed 
through two grants to Dynamo Dance, benefiting 4 schools through two 
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residencies, and £2400 to Love of Learning, to support a visual arts project 
working across a number of schools, bringing the total amount of grant 
expenditure in schools in 2008 , to £11,600 (18% of the whole allocation).    

 
A full analysis of all the grants awarded, per art form (Appendix I), and by type 
of grant (Appendix II), and of the ‘geographic spread’ of this expenditure, 
throughout the borough (Appendix III), is attached.

Court Opera, as part of their “Avant Garde”  contemporary music education 
programme, based at riverhouse  (continues until March 2010)

·  November:  Lantern-making workshops  in preparation for Christmas 
celebratory arts events 
Judging of Literary Competition, followed by Performance readings  of the 
best entries, at riverhouse  
 

·  November/December:  Festivals of Light  – community lantern 
processions in Cobham and Walton.
